1in 4 adults and 1 in 10 children suffer from some degree of
depression.  Pre-natal depression and post natal depression
affects pregnant women and some expectant mothers can
experience it during the pregnancy itself. There is a definite
need to improve access to help and appropriate medication plus
more money should be spent on the training of counsellors and
nursing staff.

The NFWI has this year selected Mental Health Matters to be the
resolution to be put forward to the final vote which is to be held in
Cardiff on June 6th and want to lobby the government for better
support for mental iliness. Every WI group, within their
membership, has the opportunity to vote for or against the
resolution. A chosen delegate attends the Annual Meeting and
makes the vote for them.

During our Resolutions evening this month we Bonaventures
unanimously voted for the resolution.

We believe it to be a subject to be addressed and greatly improved
upon.
