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Ruminations from the Rectory

Bible Passage: Luke 10:25-37 – Parable of the Good
Samaritan.

On the 13th of August we remember the life of Florence
Nightingale, a nurse and social reformer and a Samaritan
whose purpose was to improve the conditions for the
wounded during the Crimean War. She dedicated her life to
reforming nursing care and selflessly put her heart and soul
into helping those who had been wounded.
We all like to think of ourselves as a good neighbour and
Samaritan.  How could we be anything else as a follower of
Christ?  But if we are honest with ourselves, can we honestly
say we would do anything to help our neighbours?  In some
cases, do we even know their full names? Or even remember
the last time we might have selflessly helped them out of the
goodness of our hearts?
Jesus’ Parable of the Good Samaritan (Luke 10:25-37) draws
attention not only to the actions of the characters in this
story, but what’s in their hearts.  We can agree with Jesus’
teachings.  We can believe in the greatest Commandment –
Love the Lord with all your heart, soul, mind and strength -
and the Golden Rule – Love your neighbour as yourself.
However, Jesus doesn’t simply want us to agree with him, he
wants us to live like him with our hearts, souls and
minds.   The Good Samaritan didn’t just love the people he
was close to – his own kind - he saw the beaten man, had
pity in his heart, and then acted, unlike the priest and the
Levite who simply passed by.  Likewise, Florence Nightingale
didn’t just carry out her nursing duties, she chose to put her
heart into helping the wounded, believing that she was
serving God.  This is what service ultimately means.  It goes
beyond mere duty, for it answers the question ‘what would I
not do to care for the people I am given to serve and show
compassion towards?’  Nurses often say so beautifully: ‘we

CHOCOLATE BROWNIES
200g unsalted butter
200g dark chocolate chips
175g brown sugar
3 eggs
1 tsp vanilla extract
75g plain flour
30g cocoa powder

Preheat oven to 180⁰, Fan 160⁰, Gas 4
Grease and line a 20cm/8in square tin with greaseproof paper.
Place butter and chocolate chips in a heatproof bowl and microwave
for 1 minute approx. until melted (or over a bowl of hot water).
Stir until smooth.
Add sugar and vanilla, mix, then add eggs and mix well until
smooth.
Add flour, cocoa and salt and stir until smooth.  Pour into tin.
Bake for 25 to 30 minutes approx.
Rest for 10 minutes before lifting out of the tin.  Allow to cool for at
least 20 minutes before cutting into 4 squares.
Store in an airtight container for up to 4 days, or freeze for 3
months.

DECORATED PLACE MAT
Dinner Plate sized cardboard round,

covered and decorated
Each place mat will be judged according to age, and the
best entry in each age group will win a small prize.
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ORANGE CURD

100g / 4 oz butter
200g / 8 oz granulated sugar
3 standard eggs and 1 standard egg yolk beaten together
2 medium-sized oranges and 1 medium sized lemon

Melt butter in a basin standing over a saucepan of gently simmering water
(or double saucepan)
Add sugar, beaten eggs and finely grated rind and juice of oranges and
lemon.
Cook gently without boiling until Curd thickens sufficiently to coat the
back of a spoon. (This is important because if overheated the mixture
may curdle and separate)

Pour into clean, dry and warm jars and cover as for jam.

Store in a very cool place and Do not keep for longer than two weeks

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Frangipan Flan Recipe
Flan Pastry Oven temp 200° Fan 180° Gas 6

4 oz Plain Flour
3 oz Butter or Margarine
1 tsp caster Sugar
1 egg

Rub the fat into the flour until it resembles fine crumbs. Mix in the sugar,
add the egg, stirring until the ingredients begin to stick together, then col-
lect the mixture together with one hand and kneed lightly to give a firm
smooth dough.

Frangipan filling
2 tbspns raspberry jam 2 oz butter or marg
2 oz caster sugar 1 egg beaten
A few drops of almond essence
2 oz ground almonds
½ oz flour, (2 oz icing sugar for topping)

Roll out pastry and line a 7 inch flan ring, taking the pastry up the sides of
the flancase. Spread the bottom of the pastry with the jam. Cream together
the fat and sugar until pale and fluffy and add the beaten egg and essence a
little at a time, beating well after each addition. Fold in the ground al-
monds and flour with a metal spoon. Put the filling into the jam lined pas-
try case.  Roll out the trimmings of the pasty and cut ¼in (0.6cms) wide
strips to form a lattice on top of the filling. Bake flan in the centre of the
oven for 10 - 15 mins, then reduce the oven temp to 180° Fan 160° Gas 4
for a further 15 - 20 mins, until the filling is firm; remove from the oven.
Mix the flour and icing sugar with a little water to produce a thin icing
which can be brushed on top of the flan when cooked.
